Justify
margins. Due emphasis should be on Methodological Frame and Conclusion(s). They should be
well emphasised and elaborate.

ENDNOTES — All endnotes should be indicated by serial number marked as superscript in the
text and cited under Notes at the end of the manuscript bearing corresponding numbers.

TABLES AND FIGURES-Tables / Figures should be numbered in serial order of appearance
(Tablel, Table2, Figurel etc.). Type each table on a separate sheet giving the corresponding table
number and the caption. Each table must include headings for all columns and rows. Figures must
be marked with the corresponding figure number and caption at the bottom.

REFERENCES-APA Style to be followed strictly.

v' In — Text References — located in the text for Rephrased or Quoted Information. References
should be embedded in the text. Page numbers in the text are necessary only if the cited portion is a
direct quote.

v List of References — At the End of the paper arranged alphabetically.
