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While most of the books on the subject deal with the process of social exclusion and its
effects, the book under review tries to examine the process of social inclusion and the
resultant development. Social inclusion is a significant factor in social development. It is a
series of positive actions to achieve equality of opportunities and access to goods and
services to everyone in the society.

Though most
of the articles try to explain the process of social inclusion leading to social development,
some contributors have also shown how social exclusion leads to inequality and uneven
development. The book further examines
